Jerry Dunnington has given a lifetime’s service to
Heworth Cricket Club in two areas, as player for 50 years
and, just as importantly, as club Groundsman for 46 years.

He played his first game for Heworth in 1957 in
the season before his club became members of the York
Senior League and continued to turn out for one of the club’s
four teams every season up to 2008. Having missed the 2009
season through illness, Jerry fully intends resuming his lengthy playing career in 2010.

In the early part of his career he was very much regarded as a batsman who occasionally bowled and perusal of the
league averages show that he qualified for the batting averages in 11 seasons between 1959 and 1974, including 1965 when
his average of 41.00 saw him rise to second place in the First Division averages. As a purveyor of the ‘chinaman’, he says that
a succession of captains were reluctant to use a “queer spinner” who bowled back of the hand stuff.

However after a period of five un-qualifying years, Jerry re-emerged as an extremely effective ‘funny’ spinner who
earned 19 entries in the league’s bowling averages over a period of 20 years, including three times in the top five in Division
Two and two second places in the lower divisions.

He topped the old Reserve A Division batting averages in 1964 when making 167 runs at 33.40 in the minimum
required 8 innings in a season that saw complete the rare feat of qualifying for both the first and second elevens. In fact, in
his nine innings in Division One his batting average, at 32.00, was only marginally less that his efforts in the second XI. A year
later he missed out on a league century in 1965 when he was left unbeaten on 94. However three figure scores were within
his range and he remembers scoring either 5 or 6 centuries in friendly games.

Whilst the magical three figure eluded him in league cricket, he did notch up two eight wicket hauls, both in the
Second Division, with his 8-26 against Dringhouses in 1982 being marginally better than the 8-38 he captured 11 years later
against Clifton Hospital Alliance.

Jerry’s invaluable service as club groundsman commenced in 1964 when the club played their first games at their
current ElIm Park way Ground having moved the short distance from Meadow Way which had been the home of the club
since 1954. Due almost entirely to Jerry’s expertise the new ground rapidly became one of the best playing surfaces despite
something of an hiatus when a new draining system in the outfield caused some serious problems. He has always been
willing to help other clubs sort out ground problems and has helped a host of clubs including Clifton alliance, Dringhouses
and Bubwith over the years.
